























Terezin
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Pious Site
of a Tragic
History

The town of Terezin was
founded in 1780 as a military
fortress. In 1942 the Nazis con-
verted it into an enclosed ghet-
to - a concentration camp
— where 152.000 Jews from all
parts of Europe passed through.
35.000 of them died in Terezin,
and another 87.000 were trans-
ported to extermination camps
in the east. Victims are comme-
morated in the ghetto cemetery
by a menorah-shaped granite
memorial, symbolic gravesto-
nes, an exhibition in the former
crematorium and the “Alley of
the Nations”. Since 1991, the Te-
rezin Memorial has protected
the heritage of this tragic histo-
