Yourself and the guides were all very helpful, friendly and extremely knowledgeable. We 
couldn't of asked for better - Honestly!

The Gala dinner and Garden party were great. We really felt like VIP's! The Esplanade 
hotel was exceptional, the rooms and service were fantastic! That was definitely the 
highlight of my trip - what a beautiful setting.  
  
All the restaurants and food supplied were of a high standard and excellent. I loved the 
Chodova brewery night! Very traditional and they really got the crowd going. All though 
the food wasn't a'la carte it was still palatable and I would definitely recommend this to 
my clients, more so than the Pilsner brewery, which was a little flat in comparison and 
the food wasn't that great to be honest.. 
  
The regions we visited were beautiful and I feel more confident in selling other area's of 
the Czech republic now - Not just Prague! 
  
The only things I would think about for next time would be: 
 1) The workshop -  
I think personally, agents would of benefited more from the workshop if we were given 
information on the attendee's. All we were given was a list of hotels/companies, which on 
our first day and not knowing anything about the areas, didn't mean a lot. It needed 
more info in regards to star rating's, maybe what they offer in regards to services etc. 
That way you could of glanced down the list and picked which companies would be 
beneficial to your clientele. Or even better. Done the workshop after visiting both regions 
- Marienske lazne and Karlov vary, so you knew a bit more about the town and where 
they were located etc.  
  
2) The hotel choice in Prague -  
I have to agree with the other lady who replied, with regards to the Prague hotels.. The 
Top hotel was way too far out. The reception night staff didn't understand my request for 
an Iron and the overall feel was just conference and groups stayed here. As a leisure 
agent, I would not sell this hotel... Especially after one of the reception staff put the 
phone down on me when he couldn't understand me. I know some of the group stayed at 
The Ambassador, which from a sales point of view, would of been more beneficial to 
travel agents. The hotel Praha on the last night was lovely and a small group of us did 
manage to go back in to the centre the next day. Which gave us the experience of using 
the hotel's free shuttle service and the metro. Maybe next time, a suggestion would be to 
do the first night in the centre (especially for leisure agents) and the last night as you did 
- slightly out of the centre. There's nothing better than experiencing the transport 
yourself, so you really can pass this knowledge on to your clients and its good to get a 
feel of being central and slightly out, so again, you can pass this info on to your clients. 



  
3) Prague city tour -  
Maybe a more in-depth tour would of been appropriate, not just fitting the sights in-
between racing over to the theatre.. I never got to visit Prague castle or the Jewish 
quarter - Which I would of liked. It all felt a little bit rushed on the last day. 
  
4) Maybe a little more free time as it was all go, go, go and some people wanted to head 
home early evening as they were so tired. 
  
Although I have noted the above, I still thoroughly enjoyed the trip and felt it was 
organised exceptionally well. For the amount of people that travelled, you all deserve a 
huge pat on the back.  
  
I hope to be sending my clients to your lovely regions in the not too distant future and 
hopefully bringing my Husband back on our own holiday!
