


The History, Present and Future of Golf in the Czech Republic

Golf in the Czech Republic? Yes. The Czech
Republic is a country with both a long-stand-
ing golf tradition and a promising future.

Currently, it is synonymous with 70 top
quality golf courses, a strategic location in
the heart of Europe and easy accessibility by
all means of transport, high quality tourist
infrastructure, hospitality and also diversity.
The Czech Republic is a country that allows
golfers to experience a unique combination
of golf amidst natural beauty and historical
sights; a country whose numerous cultural
sights make it a worldwide ‘superpower’.

Czech golf has managed to spread nearly all
over the country. The boom in golf course
construction, which came along with the
inflow of foreign investment after the politi-
cal changes of 1989, still continues and the
investors are now focusing on the high
quality of the courses and the facilities they
offer, including accommodation choices
and wellness programmes. The quality of
Czech golf courses is underlined by the fact
that many of them

have been designed by prominent foreign
architects, notably Gary Player (the Cihelny
course near Karlovy Vary), Miguel A. Jimenez
(the Celadna course), Les Furber and Jim
Eremko (the Karlstejn course), John Burns
(the Konopisté course), Jeremy Ford with Alex
Cejka and Keith Preston (the Zbraslav and the
Albatros courses, which are currently under
construction).

Golf is deeply rooted in the Czech Republic.
The first chapter in this sport’s history was
written at the end of the 19th century with
the first golfers appearing on Prague’s Em-
peror Meadow (Cisarskd louka) in 1898. The
first Czech course was created in 1904 in the
town of Karlovy Vary in the Tepld River valley.
As a response to the surging demand of spa
clients, the first nine-hole course opened in
1904, although it did not survive. A year later,
on 21 August 1905, another nine-hole course
followed in Marianské Lazné, which was of-

ficially opened by the English King Edward VII.

Golf is played as a seasonal sport in the Czech
Republic, from the end of March till the end
of October.

Most golf clubs and courses in the
Czech Republic operate
on a semi-private
basis. Golf

clubs hold their own tournaments, but the
courses are also open to non-members for a
fee. The standard services are provided here
too, including restaurants, pro shops and golf
equipment rental services. Most golf courses
offer the option of booking golf lessons with
a professional coach. Czech golf clubs also
provide the opportunity to participate in
basic golf classes that last for several days. In
addition to that, the traditional golf organisa-
tions such as the Professional Golf Associa-
tion of the Czech Republic (PGAC) and the
Czech Golf Federation also operate in the
Czech Republic.

Czech golf courses are of high quality, and
they provide both for an interesting round
and a unique atmosphere due to their envi-
ronment and the opportunities they offer. In
addition to the ‘traditional’ courses, a number
of new brilliant courses have been built over
the past few years, which measure up to
international standards. The Czech Republic’s
significance as a golf destination is further
underlined by the fact that the important
international conference Golf Business Forum
2005 was held here in June 2005 and the
highly prestigious St. Andrews and Jacques
Leglise Trophies took place here in August
2006.

CGTA
is striving to create a certain image of the association
and of its members, including a certification system,
i.e. the scrutiny and assessment of individual
applicants for membership approval.

Through a joint effort, CGTA and the state agency CzechTourism managed to achieve major success in the field of international golf tourism in 2006.
On 23 November 2006, the Czech Republic was awarded the title ‘Undiscovered Golf Destination of the Year 2007’ at the 7th annual IAGTO Awards
which were held in connection with the International Golf Travel Market in Marbella, Spain. This accomplishment came after a previous nomination, in
only the second year of the Czech Republic's participation in this fair, which no other country has ever achieved.

The prize for the 'Undiscovered Golf Destination of the Year'is awarded as part of the annual IAGTO Awards by a jury of 60 journalists from 15 coun-
tries, who write about golf and golf tourism and are associated in The Golf Travel Writers Association (GTWA). In the ‘Undiscovered Golf Destination
of the Year’category, the Czech Republic competed with 17 other federal states, provinces and countries: Alabama, Argentina, the Azore Islands
(Portugal), Bintan Island (Indonesia), Colorado, Costa Rica, Cyprus, the Dominican Republic, Finland, Girona (Spain), the Hainan province (China), Hua
Hin (Thailand), Idaho, northern California, northern Michigan, Oregon and Prince Edward Island. Even in such tough competition, the Czech Republic
emerged victorious and notched a prize that represents one of its 2006's greatest accomplishments in golf tourism. The Czech Republic is now even

more understood and viewed as a serious golf destination and it welcomes all golf tourists who want to make an undiscovered golf destination widely
recognised and renowned.
